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1.  Record a vocabulary word from your reading.  

-then define the word in the context of what you read.  If the definition seems off, don’t worry; it’s all about what you perceive the word to mean.

-then record the dictionary definition of the word.

Ex: respite-break, time out, 

Dictionary-–verb (used with object)

-to relieve temporarily, esp. from anything distressing or trying; give an interval of relief from.

2. Create a double-entry.  Collect language (evidence) that strikes you as interesting or important.  Once you have collected that information, brainstorm ideas related to the evidence.  It should look like this:

	collect
	connect

	Ex-“The Military has in large part adapted to women living, working and fighting successfully alongside men in Iraq and Afghanistan, … “(NY Times, Sunday Sept. 28th, 2009). 

(how much you collect will be relative to how much you have read)


	-new roles for women

-challenges of balancing home and work

-redefining women’s image in America

-what will new conflicts look like


3.  Freewrite-Use the ideas you brainstormed about to write a paragraph about the evidence you collected.  OR, you can be creative and write a poem, lyrics, letter, or draw a picture, a comic strip, etc, to reflect on the evidence.  The most important thing is for you to interact with what you read and make meaning based on your experiences and interpretation.
